Production capacity almost doubled since 2005
Two new compounding lines now in service
Bad Sobernheim, 9th April 2008 – Following the installation of two new compounding lines for engineering and LFT compounds, the firm of TechnoCompound, Bad Sobernheim/Germany, now has an annual production capacity of 50,000 tonnes, thus more than doubling its compounding capacity since splitting from PolymerChemie towards the end of 2005.  As many as 15,000 tonnes of this increased capacity are alone reserved for the production of special LFT compounds, and a further capacity increase in this product segment will be effected by 2011.  A new production building was built for the two new production lines on the factory grounds at Bad Sobernheim.
TechnoCompound currently has a work force of 70 employees. Turnover in 2007 was in the region of 30 million euros.  The production of polypropylene (PP) compounds currently accounts for over half of the turnover.  TechnoCompound's PP portfolio comprises short glass fibre reinforced and long glass fibre reinforced grades as well as grades with special properties.  The main areas of application for these compounds are the automotive industry and its supply industries.  The long glass fibre reinforced PP grades, for example, are suitable substitutes for short glass-fibre reinforced polyamides and make considerable savings possible on account of their much lower price.  A most recent example is a cross member for a subcompact car, originally moulded from short glass-fibre reinforced polyamide 6, which has meanwhile been replaced by long glass-fibre reinforced PP-LGF30 from TechnoCompound's TechnoFiber series.
For the future, the company plans to expand its range of long glass-fibre reinforced thermoplastics and engineering plastics and to develop such specialities as carbon black-filled or magnetite-filled compounds. By reason of their high density, magnetite-filled PP compounds are ideal for applications in which noise must be reduced as much as possible for user comfort, e.g. ventilation valves in passenger cars or sewage piping in the interiors of buildings.  Compared with conventional, barium sulphate-filled thermoplastics, magnetite-filled grades manifest a considerably better quality of surface and can thus be used for the production of parts that are exposed to view.
